Club Heritage

In 1913, three young homemakers in

Chevy Chase were inspired to create a
woman’s club for community improvement and
sociability.
The first official meeting of The Woman’s Club
of Chevy Chase (WCCC) was October 15, 1913.
Their first project provided much-needed equip-
ment for a local school.

In January 1937, the WCCC President took title to
property at the corner of Connecticut Avenue and
Dunlop Street. On October 17, 1938 the doors to
its new clubhouse opened. And today, the hand-
some Clubhouse continues to be a community
asset.

Throughout its long history, WCCC members
have engaged in community philanthropic pro-
jects and in a variety of cultural activities within
the Club’s array of committees and sections.

Service and Recognition

In 2008 WCCC celebrated its 95th Anniversary.

Laura Bush, the First Lady, was the Honorary
Chair of the 2007 Annual Antiques Show which
raised over $20,000 for WCCC service projects.

WCCC volunteers provide one-on-one tutoring at
the Chevy Chase Elementary School and have
received Montgomery County Public Schools’
Citation of Merit for this service. In addition,
WCCC supports a GFWC Project to provide books
for the school’s library.

Since 1943 WCCC has remembered hospitalized
veterans with holiday gifts. This long tradition has
brought several citations from the Red Cross and
the National Naval Medical Center.

The Club awards traditional academic, art and mu-
sic scholarships, and scholarships to women be-
yond the traditional age to attend college.

The Easy-SEE Cookbook written by WCCC mem-
bers has been distributed to the visually impaired.

The Governor awarded WCCC a Certificate of
Merit for support of Montgomery County Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services programs for
Victims and their Families.

WCCC provided seed money to WETAs initial
television programming.

During World War I, a fighter aircraft was named
for WCCC in recognition of its US Bond sales.

In 1988, The White House commended WCCC’s
75th Anniversary and the Governor of Maryland
proclaimed October 1988 as Woman’s Club of
Chevy Chase Month.

Three WCCC “Clubwoman of the Year” designees
have in turn been declared Maryland Federation of
Women’s Clubs “Outstanding Clubwoman of the
Year.”
